Al Lirico 
Classic and samba music, Baden Powell 
 
The golden age of brasilian music in Italy is still going on. A few months after the 
Lirico's concert of the bossanova father, Vinicius de Moraes, Brasil will be on 
stage at the Lirico Thetare, this evening, 9pm, with Baden Powell's concert; he 
will play with Coaty de Oliveira and Guy Pederson and this will be his first time in 
Milano, in a tournèe planned by Franco Fontana (other gigs Prato, yesterday, and 
Rome, tomorrow at Sistina's). 
"If you have seen my master De Moraes (Baden says during a meeting with 
press) you will expect a south american show. But mine will be a real concert. 
You will see that I love classical music, Bach in a particular way. 
My percussionists come on stage only when I play Brasilian music". 
Folk music, outside its cultural environment, often gives a wrong image of its 
country. For example Napoletan music in the USA. How do you consider this kind 
of danger? 
"As far as I am concerned it does not exist. All I want to do is to displace the 
repertoire without any manipulation, balancado, jazz, samba, swing. Besides, 
since I am a music author (and not a text author) I think I can avoid any political 
problem. I can say my show is in between political protest song (Chico Buarque) 
and the winkie show by Vinicius de Moraes. There is no link with Sergio Mendes 
commercial show."
