Brasilian guitar 
Cold and sharp, Baden Powell from Milan to Rome 
 
The Italian tournee of brasilian guitarist Baden Pwell ended yesterday evening; 
he was on stage with Guy Pedersen (bass) and Coaty de Oliveira (perc). Two 
days ago Baden was at Lirico's theatre (Milano) in front of an audience of 800: 
few for the capacity of the theatre, a lot if you think that few people know him 
and if you consider the price for the event organized by Franco Fontana. 
Baden, when he plays classical repertoire, is lack of latin pathos. His extreme 
accuracy gives the songs a remarkable touch of cold: even in the easy rhythms 
like Samba or Swing Baden Powell shows no emotion. 
His fans, growing continuosly, consider this aloofness as a good quality and this 
explains the great success at Lirico's: Berimbau, Garota de Ipanema, Imagens, 
Samba triste were mostly acclaimed. 
Baden is not very endowed on his vocals and he knows it: but a lot of brasilian 
rhythms do not require vocal modulations.  
That's why he even sung some songs, soberly,  being much acclaimed and he 
played, at the end of the show, five encores such as "Brasil", surpassing for 
sweetness and feeling Jobim's most recent version. 
Milano's Brasilian series is going on: on the first of May Roberto Carlos will be on 
stage.
